Over the past years, Sofitel Phnom Penh Phokeethra has been actively
participating in the Phnom Penh arts scene through regular exhibitions within
the hotel, a way of expressing its active commitment to nurturing the arts in the
Kingdom of Cambodia.
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Séra, born in Cambodia in 1961, is a painter, sculptor, performer, and comic book author. He was driven
from his home with his family after the Khmer Rouge took control on April 17, 1975. Now based in Paris,
his work blends Khmer and Western influences, with Cambodia’s tragic history as the emotional and
artistic foundation of his creations.

Séra has exhibited widely: in Paris (Galerie Koralewski, Galerie Oblique, Espace Art Absolument, SCAM
Gallery), Phnom Penh (French Institute, Sleuk Rith Institute), Vannes (Chateau de I'Hermine), Munich
(Studio Schnitzerund), and Coutances (Quesnel-Moriniére Museum). In 2012, Art Absolument named
him one of France’s top 101 artists of the decade. Deeply committed to remembrance and justice, he
created To Those Who Are No Longer Here—Phnom Penh’s first memorial to Khmer Rouge victims
now permanently installed in the gardens of the Tuol Sleng Museum. Its creation was featured in the
documentary Quinzaine Claire (2016).

His notable works include Concombres Amers (2019), which received a special mention from SCAM,
and L'ame au bord des cheveux (2024), winner of the Galons de la BD History Prize. He also reissued his
graphic novel trilogy—Impasse et Rouge, L'Eau et la Terre, and Lendemains de cendres—with Delcourt.
In April 2025, La Table Ronde will publish an illustrated edition of L'Anarchiste, a novel by Soth Polin.
